The Application Process 

Mainstage: Refers to performances that are placed in a venue supplied by the festival, including a technician, basic lighting, sound, advertising in the festival guide, front of house services and access to local media list. The production can be from 10-75 minutes in length. A venue and time slots will be assigned by the Fringe. A technical rehearsal will be arranged prior to the first show. If a company is selected in the lottery, they will then be required to fill out a more in depth application and technical information form. 

BYOV (Bring Your Own Venue) : Refers to performances that supply their own venue, technician, lighting and sound. The festival will provide advertising in the festival guide, front of house services and access to local media list. The venue will be checked by the Fringe prior to acceptance. Insurance for audience will be included. Technical rehearsal and scheduling is up to the company to arrange with the venue. The Fringe will advertise for a BYOV up to 10 scheduled performances.

 The Lottery
All applicants will be placed in a public lottery event on Wednesday, January 16 (location TBD). There are 3 separate lotteries, one for each quota as follows: 1/3 Provincial, 1/3 National (outside BC) and 1/3 International (including USA). The lottery determines the participating companies and the order of the waiting list.

POLICIES



Productions

1. The Fringe does not guarantee a minimum number of performances for any production.


2. Each Company must take their share of off-peak time slots for their performances (generally early afternoon and late night). Measures are taken to ensure the time slots are allocated equitably between groups.

3. Producers are solely responsible for obtaining all production rights and permission form their respective association or union. Failure to do so may result in the Companies removal from the Fringe Festival.

4. International Producers (US included) - it is your responsibility to complete all necessary paperwork to work in Canada. Contact your nearest Canadian Consulate for more information.

5. The Fringe shall not be liable for any loss, damages or costs incurred by Companies for any performance cancelled, terminated, suspended or delayed for any reason whatsoever. Without limiting the generality of the forgoing the Fringe shall not be liable for any loss damages or costs incurred by Companies arising from labour disputes, acts of God, fire, floods, civil unrest, terrorism or war.

6. While the Fringe is an uncensored artistic forum we do not condone any illegal activity. The Fringe accepts no responsibility for any actions of the Performer. Any Company in violation of any applicable Federal, Provincial or Municipal, law, by-law or any other rule or regulation is subject to immediate removal from the Fringe.

7. The Company is required to be present at the venue 30 minutes prior to the start of each performance to show up on time for performances, execute the performance within the allotted time requested by the Producer and then strike the stage within 15 minutes.
Application Fees

8. Accepted Companies requesting a refund before Wednesday, April 30, 2008 by 17:00 will be refunded (less the $53.50 non-refundable application fee). After that date and time no refunds will be issued.


9. Wait-listed Companies who withdraw from the wait-list will be refunded their application fee (less the $53.50 non-refundable portion) upon request. 

10. Any outstanding balances owed to the Fringe by the Company will automatically be deducted from the Company pay-outs.


11. All NSF (non-sufficient funds) cheques will be subject to an automatic $25 fee without exception. 
Box Office Structure

12. All Companies must adhere to all Box Office rules and regulations. This includes ticketing prices and structures, pay-out schedules, TIFS( theatre improvement fees levied by some individual theatres,Foreign Artist Tax and GST remittances.

13. To see performances, all patrons are required to purchase a $5 Membership (a one-time purchase).
